Content to cover: 

This learning station has two objectives: 


1. Discuss possible jobs in the aviation career area, including jobs requiring a college degree and jobs where a college degree is not required. 


2. Teachers and administrators have requested careers stations to encourage students to think beyond high school—what is out there? and consider things to do beyond the city limits signs. In other words—a good education is needed so you have lots of options.
