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1. Questions to answer by assessment. 

1.1. Did the AirFair satisfy the needs of the district? Questions to answer that are framed around a preliminary list of needs
 are:

1.1.1. Do subjects treated during the AirFair enhance classroom learning?

1.1.2. Did the material presented at the learning stations reflect the TEKS?

1.1.3. Do instructional activities designed around an aeronautical theme motivate students toward school?

1.1.4. Does the aeronautical theme provide realism and real-world applications to classroom subjects such as math, science, geography, and history?

1.1.5. Are students motivated to think beyond high school by being exposed to potential jobs in aviation and related fields?

1.1.6. Do students “think” beyond the city limits of their rural community, in terms of potential careers?

1.2. Which grade level (s) benefit most from the AirFair? Should students began participation at an early age and continue for a numbers of years?

1.3. Which element of the aeronautical theme (aircraft on ramp, tours of aircraft, watching aircraft land/take off, content structured around real-world aviation problems, etc.) provides the most motivation toward academic excellence?

1.4. Did students benefit from the learning stations? Should the instructional design of the stations be changed? 

1.5. Which content area (s) was most beneficial to students’ learning of the essential knowledge and skills? 

1.6. Was the time spent at the learning stations about right?

1.7. Was the “rotation of learning stations” effective? 

1.8. Was the time spent at the airfield by each grade about right? 

1.9. Were facilities at the airport adequate?

1.10. Were the learning station instructors adequately prepared? Did they have mastery of the content? Did students relate to the instructors?

1.11. Did having airplanes to tour motivate students? Should there be a different mix of airplanes for students to explore?

The assessment instruments were developed around this list of questions. Due to a shortage to time, the student assessment instrument was very limited in scope, but did provide valuable information for making decisions on future Air Fairs.
